Yes, if | were aserious quilt historian instead of just an interested quilter this book may be a good reference for dating
aparticular motif. But being a quilter alone (and an experienced one at that...) my intention was to look to this book
for useable designs to use in my own quilts. The thumbnails are entirely too small to enlarge and too crude to copy.3.
