(I get really annoyed at beautiful knitted
patterns that only work with expensive yarn | can't afford, or exclusive yarn that is no longer in production.) | made
the hippo and crocodile in Lion Brand wool-ease, and each used about 1 1/2 skeins.The pattern is written such that all
of theindividual animal pieces are knit flat, and then seamed up, so you can use plain straight needles or circulars,
whatever you happen to have on hand. | actually have been using my double-pointed sock needles in order to obtain
the correct gauge.
